When the primers in a primer mix can give rise to specific PCR products of more than one length this 
is indicated if the size difference is 20 base pairs or more. Size differences shorter than 20 base pairs 
are not given. For high resolution SSP kits the respective lengths of the specific PCR product(s) of the 
alleles amplified by these primer mixes are given.  
Nonspecific amplifications, i.e. a ladder or a smear of bands, may sometimes be seen. GC-rich primers 
have a higher tendency of giving rise to nonspecific amplifications than other primers.
